GSL Meeting 
Moves Back to 

Rantoul

CHICAGO LOSES; 
GUN OWNERS WIN!
McDonald v Chicago Incorporates Gun Ownership as a 
“Fundamental” right through the 14th Amendment
CHICAGO (GSL.Com) - On one side, 
Mayor Daley and a Chicago City 
Council full of elitists who know bet-
ter than their constituents how folks 
should live their lives.  On the other 
side, four citizens - Otis McDonald, 

Adam Orlov, and David and Colleen 
Lawson - who just want to live their 
lives in peace, and to possess a 
handgun to make sure that happens.  

It all came to a head at the U.S. 
Supreme 
Court on June 
xx, when the 
Justices ruled 
in a five to four 
vote that the 
Second Amend-
ment protects 
a “fundamental 
right” of citizen-
ship, and that it 
should be made 
to apply to the 
states through 
the doctrine of 
“incorporation” 
through the 
14th Amend-
ment.  

The case dealt a mortal blow to Chi-
cago’s handgun ban, in place since 
1982.  The Chicago City Council, 
working at lightning speed instead 
of their normal glacial pace, imme-
diately passed a new handgun law, 
with considerable number of hoops 
to jump through before law-abiding 
Chicagoan can successfully exercise 
that fundamental right.  

Despite the grumbling and mewling 
of the Chicago City Council, the Mc-
Donald case marked a great victory 
for gun owners, not just in Chicago 
but all over the country.  “Heller and 
McDonald are valuable not just for 
the laws they’ll remove from the 
books, but for the work they do con-
vincing legislators not to bother with 
certain proposals.”, said Alan Gura, 
lead attorney for the gun owners in 
the McDonald case.
