Chicago (WGN) - The day-long Chicago gun buy-
back program today took more than 4,000 guns off 
the city’s streets, police said.

Of the 4,050 firearms traded in for gift cards, there 
were 55 assault weapons and 3,335 handguns, 
along with 660 replicas, according to the Office of 
Police News Affairs.

...The buyback event will took place at 22 locations 
across the city.

Police gave a prepaid credit card for each weapon 
turned in with these general guidelines: $100 for 
each assault weapon, $75 for guns and $10 for BB 
guns, air guns and replica guns, though the amount 
actually offered for any particular weapon varied.

According to Clout Street on chicagotribune.com, 
$130,000 was raised for the annual drive two years 
ago. Last year, it was down to $69,000 in donations 
and the mayor said the poor economy drove down 
donations this year. About $46,000 had been raised 
so far this year for the program, with more than 
150 businesses contributing, according to mayoral 
spokesman Lance Lewis.

Officials say police don’t ask any questions about the 
guns or the people who are turning them in, and all 
guns that are turned in will be destroyed.

Guns can always 
be turned in at po-
lice stations, but 
the credit cards 
are only given on 
the buyback day.
