Violent racial attacks leave

Champaign County residents on edge

Champaign, IL (Guns Save Life) - The
random beatings in the University of II-

linois campustown area and on the west

side of Champaign have Champaign
County residents on edge.

The attacks, numbering about three
dozen in the past month or so have not
abated, despite arrests in a few of the
incidents.

The incidents typically involve a single
Caucasian male being attacked by a
small group of young black men for
nothing more than “sport” in attacks
dubbed “polar bear hunting”.

Police have stepped up patrols of
campus town and the Centennial High
School area in west Champaign in an
effort to deter new attacks or make
arrests. Champaign’s police chief R.T.
Finney was reported to have made the
following statement to the Champaign-

Nov. 2010 Meeting
Tuesday, Nov. 9th

C’mon out and join us!
The public is encouraged to attend!
Good food and good friends.
It’s fun too!

Urbana News-Gazette: “We are familiar
with who'’s doing this. We are familiar
with what they’re doing and how they’re
operating and we’re beginning to turn
the tables on them. We’re basically
hunting them. We’ll do this wherever
they go until they quit preying on these
innocent people.”

Sadly though, more attacks left the
Champaign Police busy taking more re-
ports. Some arrests have been made,
but undoubtedly many of those respon-
sible have not been apprehended yet.

Champaign County Sheriff Dan Walsh
was quoted as saying about the attacks,
“If we had concealed carry in lllinois,
they [the attackers] might think twice
before they do that.”
